AN ALYSI S  C R I TER I A -

 American students like more privacy than students from other countries (Blimling, 2015, p. 
186).

- Individual bedrooms are preferred.

 Overcrowding, particularly three to a room, decreased learning ability significantly (Blimling, 
2015, p. 186).

- Limit the number of roommates.

 Students generally want AC, carpeting, classrooms, elevators, internet, kitchens, lounges, and 
laundry rooms close by (Blimling, 2015, p. 188).

- Rooms should have these things.

 Students want rooms with big windows, neutral colors, overlooking greenspaces (Blimling, 
2015, p. 197).

- Have modern/clean architecture, preferably in open areas.
