I have often heard that E, R, A, I, was cnly interested in the students' money and not
much else, so I asked Mr. Lauderbaugh about it.

He
also showed me a circular published by the U. S. Depasiment of Heaith, Education
and Welfare that listed the basic charges of technological scheols (DE-52005-65-1
Circular #778). Out of the 31 schools listed, 21 have higher charges than E, R, A, L
The booklet wzs published in 1965 and there have been changes but it is doubtful
that the changes have affected E, R, A, L 's place.
