FEMALE STUDENTS PROTEST
HOUSING

Most of us have been in
school for a 1little over
two weeks now and we're
beginning to hear the
first rumblings of discon-
tent. Most of the rum-
blings are cecming from the

women's section of the
Nova Road dorm. About the
best thing that can be
said for the girls's quar-
ters is that they are
safe. Then again, so is

the maximum security cell
at the state pen.

The school has devised
several ingenious methods
of keeping undesirable
characters (fourteen hun-
dred Embry-Riddle boys)
away from the girls. The
most effective of these
are two big wood=n doors.
for which the seven girls
recieved no keys. At last
report the girls had kid-
napped the dorm janitor
and are holding him hos-
tage until the keys are
turned over. A rescue .at-
tempt to get him out
through a balcony failed
when he pushed away their
ladder.

Almost as effective as
the doors, though somewhat
less stable, is the dorm
staff, all 37 of them, who
are assigned the somewhat
dubious task of watching
the women. Naturally,
this has led to some ten-
sion between the girls and
the staff.
