Last week, my distin-
guished colleagues in the
student senate voted o-
verwhelmingly against a
proposal to do away with
the S.G.A. awards banguet
and replace it with a
beer party that the en-
tire student body would
be invited to. Most of
them gave the rather
flimsy excuse that they
didn't want to get their
awards in front of a
drunken crowd of unruly
students.

Now, after speaking
with the Treasurer, I

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'DORM CHARGES

This article concerns
not only the students of
Dorm One, but indirectly,
everyone who attends Em-
bry-Riddle. For those
students 1living in Dorm
One, this concerns your
wallets.

The first question that
arises 1is, why the charges
at all. The dormitory reg-
ulations state that in the
event the damages are not
assessed to an individual
or group of persons who
are known to have done any
damage to the halls, bath-
rooms, and/or lobby areas,
then the students 1living
in that area are to be
collectively charged for
the damages. This is rule
number eight in the dormi-
tory regulations which are
posted in each room.

We were told recently
that the hall and bathroom
damage reports for this
trimester are to be charg-
to us, the students.
This will mean that the
charges for the damages
noted will be charged to
our account, according to
a list posted on the bul-
letin board. We were no-
tified of this, in
order that the problem
could be thought about be-
fore the actual charges
were lowered upon us.

Finally, we have begun
to complain and protest a-
bout these charges and
through the dorm council
we are seeking action.
We, the students of Dorm
One, feel this type of
charge is not d#ustified.
We emphasize again, these
charges concern the halls,
bathrocms, and study area,
not the individual 1living
quarters! It is our feel-
ling that this type of da
mage should £all under the
general maintenance fund
and not the student's wal-
let. One point has been
agreed upon, if a student
is caught in the act of
causing malicious damage,
then he should be unduly
charged! Back to the
original subject, it is
human nature that acci-
dents will happen and in
many instances this is the
cause of the damage. We
also feel that the bulk of
the damages weren't pre-
meditated, which 1is what
we are béing charged with.

A prime example of one
of the charges is a 1light
fixture in a bathroom on
"the first floor in the

Those 1living
bathroom are
being charged for the re-~
placement of the 1light
fixture. According to the
students living in that a-
rea, this fixture appeared
in an unfixed condition
when they first arrived in
late August. This means
that either the students
living in that area last
year were not charged or
that the school is trying
to collect twice for the
same item.

During the last barbe-~
cue, a greased pig wag
washed off in this bath-
room. It created such an
odor the bathrocm had to
be disinfected and thor-
oughly scrubbed clean by a
janitor. Does this also
mean that those students
will be charged for that?

A solution for this

problem has been reached
by us, simply strike this
ridiculous regulation from
the books. Also a few
things to think about in
closing:
1. Does the administration
charge the A&P students if
damages are inflicted to
dgquipment in the hanger?

We feel that any
charggs should include on-
ly those of the individual
living quarter, excluding
the halls, lounges and
study area.

The twenty-sixth regular meeting of the SGA Senate was held today in Room 108
with 31 members attending. The meeting was called to order at 12:15 by
Speaker of the Senate Terry Owens. The minutes of the previous meeting were
accepted as written after correction unanimously.

First Vice President. In regard to the local police department's visit to

the Alpha Eta Rho fraternity house last Friday night, Stephen Avery questioned
the legality of one officer's carrying a sawed-off shotgun. Spence Frice and
Gary Anderscn reported that they had spoken with Sergeant Moffalito of the
Daytona Beach Police and learned that all officers have been issued either
shotguns or machine guns for the time being and are not permitted to leave the
weapons in their cars--they must take the wsapons with them when they leave
the car. However, the officers who entered the fraternity house, singled out
a particular individual, and began yelling at him were not following proper
procedure and used poor judgement; they will be reprimanded by the Police
Department.

Second Vice President. Mr. Parker has been working with various placement

firms in Atlanta, who will soon be sending representatives to ERAU to inter-
view interested seniors. Students slated for December graduation and who are
interested in possible employment in the Atlanta area should contact Mr. Parker.

President Hunt has indicated that the absence of the American flesg on campus
will be corrected as soon as possible.

ERAU will not send a team to the flight competition in Auburn--cost has nothing
to do with the decision. ERAU was not given sufficient time to prenmare for

the competition nor were we given a clear idea of exactly what the competition
involves. Vice President Eddy will attempt to find out why ERAU wasn't noti-
fied of the event sooner.

Third Vice President. The Jack Williams Company reports that die-cutting for
the new rings will be completed January 25: earliest delivery to students
ordering before that date will be four weeks from that date.

Secretary. Information about the proposed new athletic field is being gathered.

Coordinating. All amendments except No. 4, involving the borrowing of money,
were passed in Friday's referendum. Election of SGA Officers for 1971 will
be held December 3. Last day for signing up is Monday, November 30.

Publications. In his interview with Sergeant Moffalito, Gary Anderson learned
that the Police Department had given us permission to post a student traffic
director at the intersection of the new complex roadway and Clyde Morris; how-
ever, the student would not be insured against injury or have any authority to
stop drivers who ignored his directions. Dean Spears felt this was too danger-
ous. Thought is now being given to obtaining a traffic lignt.

Social Functions. The ever-lengthening food lines at the SGA barbecues will
soon be shortened--twoe more grills are on order. The CHRISTMAS DANCE -
will be held at the Desert Inn; it's a coat-and-tie, B. Y. O. B. affair.

GOVERNANCE

The college is governed

by President Curmudgeon,
period. He hires and
fires the faculty, fixes

salaries, sets the curri-
culum, and makes final de-
cisions on the admission
and expulsion of students.
As in all colleges, the
president is held respon-
sible - by the public, a-

lumni, professors, and
undergraduates -~ for every
thing that happens. Ob-
viously he cannot dis-

charge this responsibility
without commensurate auth-
ority.

He may from time to
time consult members of
the faculty on administra-
tive matters, but feels no
obligation to take their
views seriously. Early in
his career President Cur-
mudgeon learned that the
typical professor can't
administer his way out of
a paper bag. As he ob-
served in his now-famous
paper on collegiate gover-
nance:

"The true scholar is
inherently incapable of
running anything. By tem-
perament, he loathes the
very concept of authority;
hence he is always opposed
to the administration, but
is even more opposed to
the idea of exercising au-
thority himself. When con-

habitually falls
spasm of self-doubt, takes
refuge in a faculty com-
mittee which argues for
three months, and then re-
solves to defer action un-
til further
becomes available. He can
never learn Rule No. 1 of
management: 'A good execu-
tive is one who always
acts promptly and is some-
times right.'

"Consequently our f{ac-
ulty is limited to its
proper functions: teach-
ing and research, in that
order. Managerial decis-
ions are handled by the
responsible executive,i.e.
me. Students participate
in governance the same way
that customers participate
in the governance of Macys
If they don't 1like the
gocds offered, they can go
to Gimbel's."

What a student ingests
on his own time and in his
own quarters is his own
affair.

In the early days of
the college it was widely
believed that this some-
what unorthodox arrange-
ment might make it diffi-
cult to attract first-
class professors. This
proved untrue. In the

- sellers' market which has
long prevailed in academ-
ics, a talented man needs
no job protection because
he can always take his
pick of a dozen chairs;
tenure, therefore, merely

. shelters the incompetent.

Nevertheless, to 'make
sure that it gets the best
men available, Curmudgeon
has from the beginning
paid salaries twice as
high as the normal scale.
In addition it offers cer-
tain unique fringe bene-
fits. Professors never

have to waste their time
in committee meetings or
the deliberations of an
Academic Senate. They al-
so are freed from the de-
meaning obligation of
cranking out so-called
"scholarly works" in order
to demonstrate their "pro-
ductivity." On the con-
trary, they are discour-
aged from writing anything
for subsidized publica-
tions: that 1is, by a
scholarly journal or uni-
versity press. When a
professor has something
really worth putting into
type, any number of com-
mercial publishers will be
delighted to get their
hands on it. To be sure,
this means that our facul-
ty have to learn to write
a rare skill a-
mong people who have mari-
nated in academic jargon -
but it pays off in hard
cash, as John Kenneth Gal-
braith, Loren Eiseley,
Samuel Eliot Morison, John
Maynard Keynes, and other
distinguished scholars
have clearly demonstrated*

¥Curmudgeon Is glad To see
that its reversal of the
publish-or-perish rule is
rapidly being adopted by
the traditional education-
al institutions. This re-
volutionary change was, of
course, hastened by the
recent upsurge of interest
in the protection of our
environment. Roughly half
a million faculty members
are now employed in the
United States, and each of
them is expected to pub-
lish at least one scholar-
ly book every decade, if
he hopes to impress the
tenure committee or earn
a promotion. This would
mean an output of 50,000
books a year - patently

an unrealistic figure,
since the country's entire
publishing industry is
geared to produce only a-
bout 25,000 titles annual-
ly, including unscholarly
works by the likes of Mai-
ler, Roth and Susann.More-
over, when the public
began to realize how this
academic make-work affects
the environment - the de-
vastation of forest for
wood pulp, the pollution
of air and water by unne-
cessary paper mills, the
clogging of libraries and
incinerators with wunread
(and mostly unreadable) -
volumes - it demanded an
end to such damned fool-

ishness. Eventually even
the Ivy League had to con-
cede that a teacher need
publish only when he ac-
tually had something to
say.

professor who cannot at-
tract enough paying custo-
mers to cover his own sal-
ary, plus a share of the
overhead, is encouraged to

Since students are in-
capable of judging academ-
ic quality - how can they
tell whether old Dr. Chips
is really giving them the
latest dope in his field?-
some teachers feared that
the cash-flow system might

reward the merely enter-
taining lecturers at the
expense of the more pro-

found and demanding scho-
lars. To avoid this, all
classrooms are monitored
with television cameras,
connected by closed cir-
cuit to our Inspector Gen-
erals' Office, There the
inspectors, each a recog-
nized authority in his

discipline, periodically
evaluate each professors'
classroom performance, to
make sure that he comes up

to scratch both in sub-
stance and 1in pedagogical
technique. Thus our tea-

chers are the first in ac-
ademic history to be held
strictly accountable for
the quality of their work,
just like professionals in

other fields. Yet at the
same time we observe the
time-honored convention

that no administrator or
academic superior can ever
enter a classroom without
an invitation from the
teacher.

ADMISSION POLICY

Elitist. No student is
admitted unless he demon-
strates his ability to
write a page of coherent,
correctly spelled English
prose, and to do basic a-
rithmetic; this rule auto-
matically eliminates about
75 per cent of all high-
school graduates. Moreov-

er, this college is
signed only for those
dergraduates who
know what they want to do
with their lives, and want
our help in preparing them
selves for it. Youngsters
who prefer to put in four
years of intellectual fin-
ger-painting while they
"find themselves" can go
elsewhere; we offer no
courses in social psycho-
logy, literature apprecia-
tion, oriental philosophy,
or art history.

Curmudgeon, further-
more, does not accommodate
draft dodgers or students
who merely want the pres-
tige of a diploma. Since

we are not accredited, our
undergraduates are not
sheltered from the draft;

and we award no diplomas.
Instead, a student may, if
he wishes, ask his profes-
sor for a Certificate of
Competence in his chosen
field - engineering, ecol-
ogy, journalism, teaching
or whatever. He may re-
quest such a certificate
whenever he thinks he is
ready for it, and can per-
suade his teachers to sign
it; in some cases this may
require two years of work,
in others seven, depending
on the student's ability
and the difficulty of the
subject. A Certificate of
Competence, we have found,
is of considerable inter-
est to future employers,
but it confers no social
prestige.

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an examination will help
him measure his progress
in any given subject, he
may ask his teacher to
give him one at anv
€imilarly, if a teacher is
in doubt about a student's
progress, he may call for
a written or oral examina-
tion, Otherwise no exams
are required.

Neither are grades. If
an undergraduate is goof=
ing off, his teachers soon
know it; and when any
three of them decide that
he is wasting their time,
and his own,he is expelled

forthwith. This seldom
happens. Since our reqgu-
lar fees plus the pay-at-
the-classroom-door system

makes Curmudgeon an expen-

sive institution, which
offers nothing but a
chance for education, it
usually attracts only

those youngsters who are
eager and able to do the
work.

FINANCIAL AID

Available on request to
all students, on a life-
time reimbursable basis.

We cheerfully advance
whatever money an under-
graduate may need to cov-
er his fees, living expen-
ses, and door tolls. 1In
return, he promises to pay
us one per cent of his
annual income for the rest
of his life, beginning one
year after graduation. He
also signs a form authori-
zing the Internal Revenue
Service to collect this
money on behalf of the
college. by the simple me-
thod of adding one per
cent to his yearly income
tax.

This arrangement . has
proved highly satisfactory
both to students and to
the college. Any bright
youngster, no matter how
poor, can get an education
without financial strain.
Moreover, the one per cent
reimbursement is the best
investment he <can ever
make, since a practical,
professional oriented
training of the kind we
offer normally multiplies
his lifetime earning capa-
city by at least ten.

For the «college, this
system produces a dependa-
ble - and steadily rising-
flow of revenue. The pre-
sident is thus relieved of
the humiliating and oner-

time. '

cus chore of constantly
begging for money, a duty
which consumes up to 50%
of the time of most col-
lege presidents. He can
therefore devote his full
attention to running the
place, to the obvious ben-
efit of both students and

faculty.

The Curmudgeon One Per
Cent Plan alsc has a Robin
Hood side effect. Those
of® our graduates who be-

come millionaires - a gra-
tifying percentage - auto-
matically pay high for the'
training which was so mar-
kedly responsible for
their success. Hence they
subsidize other graduates
who never make much money,
or who deliberately choose
the less lucrative profes-

sions, such as poetry or
politics, and therefore
can never repay the full

cost of their education.
