Legal technicalities concerning the proposed tavern and
lounge have been encountered. The Dorm II Council is working on new By-Laws.
The Council hopes to obtain the support of the SGA in extending guests'
visiting hours.

Conduct and Grievance. The SGA-appointed committee on evaluation of academic
standards and procedures read its report of its findings. (See last week's
AVION.) Copies of the full report are available in the SGA office.

Other Business. Dean Spears explained that the Dorm I parking lot has been
approved as a security lot, -but it must be inspected before recreational
equipment (nets, baskets, etc.) is installed.
