~ l t h o u g h  a seemingly un- 
usual caut ion f o r  av ia to r s  
it app l i e s  t o  everyone who 
combines SCUBA diving and 
f l y i n g .  Use of the  s e l f  
contained underwater 
breathing apparatus (SCUBA 
can r e s u l t  i n  increased a- 
mounts of the  52s nitrogen 
being dissolved i n  every- 
one ' s  blood stream. With 
the  increased pressure  re- 
quired t o  push a i r  i n t o  
your lungs a s  you dive ,  
more than normal n i t rogen 
is pressured i n t o  the  
blood uhere it dissolves.  
Shallow diving f o r  s h o r t  
per iods  of time p resen t  
no problems. However, i f  
you f l y  s h o r t l y  a f t e r  you 
have been scuba divinq,  
you a r e  exposing yourself  
t o  decreasing atmospheric 
pressures  with increas ing 
a l t i t u d e s .  This can 
cause the  dissolved n i t r o -  
gen t o  r e v e r t  t o  its gas 
form and bubble i n  your 
blood stream. These bub - 
b l e s  can be trapped i n  
your j o i n t s  causing se- 
ve r  pains  and d i s a b i l i t y .  
They can a l s o  be trapped 
i n  your lungs,  h e a r t ,  o r  
b ra in  r e s u l t i n g  i n  shock 
o r  even death. 

Anyone who has been 
sk in  diving t o  depths 
g r e a t e r  than 30 f e e t  using 
independent breathing ap- 
pa ra tus  should be prevent- 
ed from f l y i n g  a t  a l t i -  
tudes g r e a t e r  than 14,000 
f e e t  f o r  a period of 12 
hours a f t e r  the  dive.  I n  
add i t ion ,  anyone who has 
had a physiological  reac- 
t i o n  a f t e r  a d ive ,  should 
be prevented from f l y i n g  
u n t i l  he has been medical-. 
l y  c leared.  Although Fed- 
e r a l  Aviation Regulations 
s p e c i f i c a l l y  set up 10,500 
f e e t  a s  a maximum a l f i -  
tude without oxvsen. it - -  . 
should be emphasized t h a t  
aviation-induced pos t  sk in  
diving reac t ions  can and 
have occured a t  much lower 
a l t i t u d e s .  To be s a f e ,  
schedule your s k i n  diving 
and f l y i n g  so t h a t  the re  
is a t  l e a s t  a 12 hour rest 
between scuba and sky.
