The jet lab has acquired
three more engines. Two of
‘the engines are Pratt and
Whitney T-?4s, the other
is a Lycoming T-53. All
three of the engines are
turboprops.

The Pratt & Whitney de-
velopes 7,000 Equivalent
Shaft Horsepower (ESHP)
and is used on C-133 type
aircraft. The Lycoming T-
53 developes approximately
600 ESHP and is a heli-
copter engine. All three
of the engines are mili-
tary surplus.

Two of the engines, one
P&W T-34 and the Lycoming
T-53, will remain in the
jet Llau. The remaining
P&W T-:J will be used in
Si-13, the final A&P lab.

Airport Information

Airport information is
volatile with rapid
changes, but crucial to
safe and efficient opera-
tions. In addition to con-
struction programs at many
airports,runway conditions
and availability may vary
from hour to hour for
other reasons, such as
patching, painting, dis-
abled aircraft and other
factors, that may never
reach a "Notice to Airmen"
stage.

Changes in airport con-
ditions are a waywof-life
in aviation. These changes
become more important as
airplanes become larger
and more "performance pre-
dictable". We now know
more precisely what the
airplane will--and will
not--do and, in the case
of long-range flights,
frequently plan fuel loads
to the capability of the
available runway. This is
as it should be, but it
also is necessary to have
precise information on
temperature, runway grad-
ient and length as well as
loading date.

To reduce or eliminate
the burden of detailed
calculations and to insure
accuracy, some companies
have prepared tables - in

both - showing allowable
loads for each type of
aircraft for each runway
normally used.These tables
well serve their purpose
if the conditions are as
assumed in the tables. If
less runway is available
for some reason, if slush
or snow is on the runway
or some other runway fact-
or changes, the allowable
load and performance fig-
ures must be recalculated.

Perhaps all of the a-
bove sounds old and trite.
Unfortunately, however, it
is the old and trite that
reaches out and bites when
least expected. The best
advice always if double
check "the numbers" when-
ever there is any change
in a familiar runway.

And his voice trails
off to the West Coeast
where he lives and he
meekly looks down at his
ragged t-shirt wishing,
maybe?, it were a Jlittle
tweedier. You know:with
those terribly academic
patches sc he shouldn't
wear his elbows out while
leaning on the pocdium,

With memories of three
years at the University of
Minnescta, two years at
Macalester College in St.
Paui, “"that awful year
writing a dessertation
back in '67," and those
two last years at Stanis-
laus College in Turlock,
Calif., Lecnard Brill,
aging in at 35, 1is the
drop-out prcfessor.

I1t's happering all over
the country. And Brill
(please call him Dr.Brill)
is only one of iwany vic-
tirs of a bad academic job
market. Money is tight;
contracts aren't being re-
newed. Profs take cff to
discover the Better Life.
And even at your cwn cam-
pus, look around yocu: you
just might nctice that
Professor--oh-what-was-his
name?--isn't  there any-
more. And he hasn't left
tc accept a Better Posit-
ion at some elegant Fast-
ern schoocl. He just might
be 1living in the hovel
down the block.

Leonard Brill is living
in the hovel down the
block. "I was disillusion-
ed," he said in &a recent
interview. "I was disillu-
sioned with the fact that
cdecisions on education
aren't made by the stud-
ents and faculty. The
people who are closest to
education. don;t have any
say about it.

"And," he said, "I
wanted a year--a very pri-
vate year--for myself. I
thougyh it might be a good
time tb get away from
teaching and get perspect-
ive on . myself and spend
scme time alone with my-
self. At first, I felt
quite elated and liberated
and free..."

And now? "Now I'm
ready to go back to teach-
ing because I feel that
teaching is the most use-
ful thing I can do. I miss
students. I think that
students at college age
are the most interesting.
Their sense of their own
potential 1is greatest at
that pcint. It's that un-
filled serse of usefulness
that's the strcngest goal
I feel in wanting to re-
turn to teaching."

But can a nice Jewish
boy, well-studied in the
finer things, leave the
academic community, Jjoin
the other World, and find
real happiness?

"I get up at 5AM every-
day," Brill said. "Then I
go over to the Zen Center
and sit in the lotus posi-
tion for 45 minutes. I
work from 7 AM 'til 2 PM
as a proof reader. 1It's
no more hack work than
reading student themes,ex-
cept -- "he said rather
sadly," -- except there
aren't any students."

But after going from
tweeds to beads, Leonard
Brill hasn't been fulfili-
ed. He wants to go back
to school. And he =-- the
drop-out professor -- is
like the drop-out student.
Both tire of the educa-
tional system and affect
a deliberate liberation
that often becomes disha-
kidlitation. For Brill,
that forced freedom became
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Right Time Con't.
tedium, and academic un-
employment bpcame unenjoy-
ment.

But some good has come
out of his self-imposed
Sabbatical. "I have ex-
plored an education I have
never explored," he said.
"I was always very tied to
language -- a head-con-
sciousness that was bred
in graduate school. And I
wanted to explore new lan-
guages. Vegetarian cook-
ing, Yoga, Zen, the guitar
--they‘ve all become new
languages. But when the
school ycar was over last
June," he said, "I real-
ized that I had spent a
year not being in a class-
room."

NO FAULT'S
YOUR FAULT

If you're caught driv-
ing without no fault in-
surance after January 1 it
could mean automatically
losing your driver's li-
cense, license plates and
automobile registration
for up to three years.

And if you're in an
accident without insurance
you're out of 1luck - even
if the other driver is at
fault. "You could be just
sitting at a red light, 0-
beying all the traffic
1aws and have some other

car with a drunken driver
smash into you," said

Jerry Davies, information
officer for State Insur-
ance Commissioner Tom

0'Malley.

"You wouldn't be able
to collect because the
other driver, most likely,
would be covered by no
fault insurance, and
exempt from being sued."

Davies said the compul-
sory aspect of Florida's
no fault insurance law,
which takes effect Jan. 1,
has gotten the least at-
tencion, but may have the
most serious consequences.

Drivers who already
have insurance will auto-
matically have their pol-
icies transferred to the
new no fault coverage-at a
basic reduction of rates.
But the estimated 15 to 20
per cent of Florida driv-
ers not covered by insur-
ance are on their own,said
Davies.

He said these drivers
should either go to a loc-
al insurance agent or "if
they are confused, should
call us or see one of our
field offices for informa-
tion.

Davies said all persons
who attempt to buy insur=
ance must be sold it under
Florida law-although bad
risks will still have to
pay higher rates under the
no fault law,and may still
end up being referred to
the "assigned risk" pool.

Under no fault a driver
would have to collect dam-
ages from his own insur-
ance company, since the
concept does not take into
account who is at fault.

The insurance industry
estimates there are be-

uninsured Florida motor-
ists that now must buy
policies,

"This is the first time
the state has ever had
compulsory insurance,"said
Davies.

He said 0'Malley had
been travelling around the
state making radio appear-
ances to explain the new
law and stress its com~
pulsory nature.

The law will be enforc-
ed, said Davies, by state,
county and local police.

"Everytime someone is
stopped for a traffic vio-
lation, he will be asked
to show proof of insur-
ance."

Under the new law,every
one will be required to
carry personal injury pro-
tection and basic liabili-
ty limits.

The personal injury
protection coverage is the
core of the no fault law
providing immediate pay=~
ment of up to $5,000 in
medical expenses and lost
wages to the policy holder '
regardless of who was at
fault.

The basic liability,al~
so a major part of the no
fault package, will offer
motorists 1liability pro-
tection similar to poli-
cies currently in force.
