Enrollment for Summer Term
Bis up 4 percent over last year
at ERAU with 1,246 students
on campus, according to Dr.
George E. Pence, Dean of Regis-
tration and Student Records.

The biggest number of stu-
dents -- 787 - are enrolled in the
university’s academic programs.
That represents a 33 percent in-
crease over the 533 academic
students for the second term
last Summer.

Maintenance technology stu-
dents showed a 60 percent in-
crease from last Summer's 158
to the current 253. There are
206 flight technology students,
a 77 percent increase over the
116 enrolled for Summer Term
B last year.

Embry-Riddle’s academic year
is divided into three trimesters
with the Summer trimester bro-
ken up into two terms, Gradua:
