Dates for the testing of pros-
pective teachers are: November
13, 1976, February 19, 1977,
and July 16, 1977. The tests
will be given at nearly 400 joca-
tions throughout the United
States, ETS said

Results of the Naticnal Teach-

er Examiaations are used by
many large school disiricts as
one of several factors in tae sel-
ection of new teachers and by
severai states for certification or
licensing of teachers. Some col-
leges also require alt seniors pre-
paring to teach to take the exam-
inations,

On cach full day of testing,
prospective teachers may take
tie  Coinmon Examinations
which measure their profession.
al preparation and general edu:
eational background and an Ar.
ea Examinatior. which measures
their mastery of the subject they
expect to teach.
