WUCF, Central Florida’s PBS Station, produced Space Chase USA here in Central Florida about Central Florida.

Space Chase USA explores the extraordinary, transformative events Cocoa Beach, Florida residents found themselves engaged in during the 1950s and 1960s. 

In 1951, Cocoa Beach had its first stoplight installed, and over the next 10 years, the population grew by 1000 percent. 

The town of Cocoa Beach, whether it was ready or not, was ground zero as the exploration of the future and beyond arrived on their sleepy shores.
